19. Don't abandon our female veterans to staggering risk of suicide

Over the last 13 years, the suicide rate among women veterans increased to a greater degree (62.4 percent) than the suicide rate 
among male veterans (29.7 percent). Equally disconcerting is that women veterans (over two million, or 10 percent of the 
veteran population) are the fastest growing subgroup of veterans but many say they often feel invisible in society. 

  
20. Years after silently combating sexual trauma, female veterans seek help 

(1 Oct) Kaiser Health News, By Anna Casey 
A 2015 study published by the American Psychological Association asked 327 female veterans in Southern California about 
their experiences with sexual trauma. They divided the respondents into two groups — those who served before the terrorist 
attack on Sept. 11, 2001, and those in uniform afterward. Nearly half of those in the earlier group reported sexual contact 
against their will during their military service. In the later group, reports of unwanted sexual contact dropped to 30 percent.
